3. Our community organisation has training in place to ensure that everyone is aware of his or her legal obligations and is able to effectively participate in providing the service.
4. BACR/Connect FM 100.9 has written policy documents in place that outline:
·    the principles of financial membership,

·    the rights and responsibilities of financial members within the organisation,
·    and the rights and responsibilities of the organisation to financial members.

A register of financial members is kept and can be made available to ACMA on request.
5. BACR/Connect FM 100.9 has written policies and procedure in place to effectively deal with internal conflict, including in the Constitution (Rules of Association).

6. BACR/Connect FM 100.9 has written policies and procedures in place to handle complaints from our members and volunteers (Code 7 deals with Complaints).

7. We will continue to broadcast at least one on-air announcement each week that contains information about the Codes and where listeners can get a copy.  A copy of the announcement is to be made available to ACMA on request.

Preface:  Under Code 1.7 BACR/Connect FM 100.9 is required to broadcast a minimum of "one on-air announcement each week that contains information about the Codes and where listeners can get a copy".

The Announcement:  "What you hear on community radio is governed by the Community Radio Codes of Practice.  The Codes of Practice cover matters relating to program content, including local content, news, current affairs, Australian music content, programs for children and the responsibilities associated with broadcasting to the community.  They also cover aspects such as community access and participation in the operation of this service.
